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laude Monet once stated, “The rich-
ness I achieve comes from nature, the
source of my inspiration”. Likewise,
artist Karen Ceolla Tylec’s magnificent
works of art also employ organic
forms painted in deep, rich colors,
demonstrating her facility at creatively
interpreting the natural world around

us while simultaneously conveying an overall mood of quiet
contemplation. The artist often includes labyrinths in her work,
which serve as visual metaphors for the complicated pathways
of the mind, and organic forms speak to the universal history of

the labyrinth as a metaphor for our earthly journey through life
toward our destiny. Her non-labyrinth works contain that same
essence of spirit. Ms. Tylec has stated that her works are about
“joining our analytical, rational consciousness with our intu-
itive, spiritual consciousness as we walk life’s path.”

Combining diverse materials together with innovative tech-
nique, the artist creates an invitation to seek answers and deep-
er meanings in the work and in life that go beyond surface
appearances. A master of mixed medium, her oeuvres are not
only eye-catching in their splendor, but suggest thought pro-
voking themes for the viewer to contemplate and enjoy. 

Ms. Tylec is a professor of Art and a member of the National
Association of Women Artists (NAWA), New York and Florida
chapters. She was recently awarded the Dorothy Tabak Memo-
rial Award in the New York Chapter’s 118th Annual Exhibition.
Her art has been featured widely throughout the country and
showcased in many prestigious private and public collections,
including the Washington D.C. Commission of the Arts and
Humanities purchase of three of Ms. Tylec’s major works. �
