ans Hofmann once
stated “What goes on
in abstract art is the
proclaiming of aesthet-
ic principles... It is in
our own time that we
have become aware of
pure aesthetic consid-
erations. Art never can be imitation.” Contem-
porary Master Artist Gwen Fox exemplifies
this credo in her stunning abstract series. Ms.

Her work presents unexpected combina-
tions—Ilines, layers, colors—that startle the
reader and breathe new life into familiar images.

Colorado-based artist Gwen Fox teaches and
holds workshops throughout the United States
and Europe. She was selected for exhibition in
the Fermoy Art Gallery, Kings Lynn, England,
to hang along with works by His Royal High-
ness Prince Philip. Her work is featured in many
museums, publications, and private collections.
