model; there is only color.” Master
artist Annie Horkan follows this
credo as she is compelled by the
purity of color in her magnificent
works of art. Ms. Horkan follows the
advice of her teacher Anne Truitt
who stated “Simple is good. Let the

form, the line, the color do the talking.” Employing this
method, her compelling works radiate an innocence and a
freedom, touching her viewer’s hearts and souls. Ms.
Horkan has stated, “Color calls me to follow my bliss, and
express the beauty I see in the world around me. It is my
love for colors, and the dance they will do on the paper, that
compels me to paint.” 

In her work, Ms. Horkan realizes a sense of color that few
painters can rival. The deepness, texture and richness of
her colors are mesmerizing. Ms. Horkan has stated “I
cannot deny my passion for color to speak nor my visions
to be expressed.” Ms. Horkan doesn’t confine herself to
one methodology: She has created other works that com-
bine bold, brilliant colors within a single canvas. Whatev-
er her color choice, Ms. Horkan chooses palettes with
tremendous warmth. Reds, yellows, oranges and blues
glow and radiate in her artworks, fueling in them a sense
of passion and expressiveness. Expressing as a painter

both the simplicity and complexity found in life, Ms.
Horkan creates astonishing works of art that radiate
exquisite charm and charisma. 

Ms. Horkan is currently represented by galleries in
New York City, and has exhibited in numerous solo and
group shows in the United States and abroad. Her art-
work has been widely published, and belongs to many
private collections. �
