Developing a style
that is very much her own, Ms. Haessel
creates canvases which are exceptional-
ly contemporary, as she combines
shapes and colors with a fresh, modern
approach. Employing materials such as
paper, plastic, metal, fabric and threads,
Ms. Haessel creates thought-provoking
art that is both traditional and innovative
in technique. She creates experimental
art and works that are driven by her per-
sonal views and feelings on social
issues, documenting her inner psyche
for the viewer to contemplate and enjoy.

Ms. Haessel uses multiple lay-
ers of material to create three-
dimensional effects with sub-
tle colors and interesting tex-
tures that encourage the view-
er to look deeper. Her work
consists of several layers, rep-
resenting the complexity of
life and illustrating how
changes are inevitable in
every aspect of existence. Her
Cycle series describes the
process of continual change,
as living organisms, land-
scapes and even manmade
objects are constantly evolv-
ing. In the series, layers of
sheer fabrics are used to show
the beauty of change. Ms

Haessel states “Understanding and accepting the cycle of life
is mystical, intriguing, and beautiful.”
