Ms. Van Vranken’s works are hugely spiritual in form and in
inspiration, as she has taken very sacred concepts and created
profound ideas from them. Curator Scott Peck has stated, “The
work of Rose Van Vranken evokes a pleasure that is deep with-
in us, our primitive desires and thoughts are satiated.” Ms. Van
Vranken is inspired by the primitive world around her, ultimate-
ly fulfilling our own desires.

Ms. Van Vranken has been featured in many Exhibitions
throughout the United States, in major national and regional
shows and has won many awards. The U.S. State Department
has included her in its Art in Embassies Program, and her works
were shown in a touring exhibition in Europe by the National
Association of Women Artists, of which Ms. Van Vranken is a
member. Ms. Van Vranken received a Lifetime Achievement
Award in 2004 from the Sculptures Dominion in San Antonio,
Texas. She is listed in “The World’s Who’s Who of Women,” as
well as the “International Who’s Who in Art and Antiques.” �
