Quiros’ stunning
abstract landscape paintings evoke a vast,
visionary world of passion and magnifi-
cence. Wonderfully rich in hue, her ethe-

tions, Ms. Quiros transcends the limits of physicality in
her abstract paintings, creating lively, energetic color
that is most unusual in the watercolor medium, generat-
ing contrasting illusions of the translucence, opacity,
and immateriality, while simultaneously evoking the
strata of Earth.

Ms. Quiros’ atmospheric paintings are emotional dreams
and personal visions of nature’s mystification. They can
appear at once to be the most exquisite displays of natur-
al wonderment, or they can be surreal revelations that
only a mind’s eye as imaginative as Ms. Quiros’ can hope
to conjure. The tactile quality of Ms. Quiros’ work is
nothing short of superb. Additionally, Ms. Quiros’ enor-
mous talent as a colorist permits her to employ a mea-
sureless array of tones that mingle with one another con-
stantly across the picture plane. These paintings are thor-
oughly organic in their colors’ mobility, in their indefi-
nite resemblance to Earthly phenomena, and in their
enigmatic surface texture.

A member of the Texas Water Color Society, award win-
ning artist Ms. Quiros has shown at the Contemporary
Museum of Modern Art in Nigata, Japan, and received
the Award of Excellence. She has been featured in the
Texas Watercolor Society publication “Fifty Years of
Excellence” and in Watercolor Magazine. Ms. Quiros
was juried into the “Encyclopedia of Living Artists” in
America. ®
