Annell is able to turn any occasion into a whimsical,
beautiful, fanciful occurrence, providing an air of
splendor to her sitters. Her works are truly breathtak-
ing, as she is able to bring out the fascination and
appeal in any subject, whether it is a landscape, a por-
trait, or an abstract piece, providing an ultimate satis-
faction for the eye to take pleasure in. 

Annell creates works which are captivated by emo-
tion, depth and intensity. The master artist is able to
observe and reproduce in paint the most tender and
subtle gestures between her subjects. Annell has stat-

Annell owns Photography by Annell, a portrait
studio in Charlotte, North Carolina which specializes
in heirloom portraits of children and families. �
