After  years  of
experimentation,

Yvette Sikorsky developed a technique
of sensuous abstraction that explores
both color and form. Her magnificent
images strike the viewer, revealing a
celestial design composed of burning
emotion and radiating color. Employing luminous hues, Ms. Siko-
rsky plays across the spectrum as she juxtaposes radiating tones
and forms to create inspiring masterpieces. The artist has stated
“Let us say an inspiration provides many opportunities, the result
being that you appreciate what some of us are made of. After all,
we enjoy the moment when images strike the canvas and antici-
pate the future, left alone for the viewers.”

The arduous journey of creation begins when Ms. Sikorsky

lays on color to the canvas with a palette knife,
then brushes it out, and because of the character-
istic fluidity and opacity of acrylic, uses a blower
to stretch and manipulate the hues. Her abstract
works of acrylic on canvas are filled with a radiat-
ing sense of energy, dynamism, and grace. A mas-
ter at color theory, the artist combines contrasting
variants of the primary hues, juxtaposing gallant
reds, yellows and blues against one another in a

cornucopia of visual delight. 

A native of France, Ms. Sikorsky
received an Honorable Mention
and bronze medal from the City
of Paris, France. Ms. Sikorsky
has shown her work in Paris, New
York, Colorado, California and
Florida at the Schacknow Muse-
um of Fine Art. In addition to
Fine Art, Ms. Sikorsky has been
involved in designing textiles for
upholstery. Her work has been
publicized in the Guild Source-
book of Residential Art since
2003 to the present, as well as in
Artnetwork of California for the
last 16 years. �
